One Elder commented that (Don’t want any one throwing a monkey wrench into our dealings) Another Elder reminded the group that the Advisory Council has devoted the past 2 and a half years working and consulting with the Mine. Where was Treaty #3 and AKRC in the beginning of the process?  Elders have demonstrated a resistance to the Treaty #3 organization meddling in First Nation affairs.  We can welcome them to participate in our process, but Big Grassy interests/priorities come first!  An Elder addressed the Council in Ojibway.
